We invite you to Lindsborg, Kansas, for the Nineteenth 
ANNUAL ASSEMBLY of the CENTRAL STATES 
SYNOD, ELCA. The Assembly will be held at Bethany 
College in the Stroble-Gibson Centennial Center.  
 

The Assembly officially begins at 8:30 a.m., Friday, June 2, with adjournment on Sunday, 
June 4, at noon. Registration will be open on Thursday, June 1 starting at noon, and from 7:30 
a.m. June 2, throughout the day. Please review the enclosed: 
 
Assembly Partnership: In 1989 the Assembly implemented this plan of financial assistance 
to congregations. If your congregation can assist another congregation in attending this year’s 
assembly, please indicate your willingness on this form and return it by April 11. Last year 
several congregations were assisted from this fund, so it is currently very low. If you’re able 
to help please let us know so we can match you up with congregations who are in need. 
 
Pre-Assembly: Augsburg Fortress will have a workshop to present the new materials for 
“Akaloo.” The materials are part of a lifelong faith formation for the whole congregation and 
are part of a joint effort with the Presbyterian Church (USA). Watch for information from 
Augsburg Fortress about the workshop. Thursday evening we will have a sing-along of new 
and old hymns at Bethany Lutheran Church.  
 
Speakers: Our keynote speaker is the Rev. Stan Olson, who serves as executive director of 
the Vocation and Education Program Unit. Rev. Olson will also serve as the ELCA Church-
wide representative. Other guests include presidents of our seminaries, President Jim Echols 
from Lutheran School of Theology at Chicago and President Duane Larson from Wartburg 
Seminary. Both will serve as our Bible Study leaders. We will have a special presentation 
from Ms. Tammy Devine from the Board of Pension, who will provide Wellness information.  
             
Workshops: Saturday we will have several workshops offered that focus on the theme for the 
assembly – Living in God’s Amazing Grace: Called to Lead. 
 
Worship/Offering: Worship will be an integral part of the Assembly. Congregations and in-
dividuals are encouraged to bring a special offering to the Assembly. The designated recipi-
ents are the Lutheran Disaster Response (LDR), Campus Ministry in the Central States Synod, 
and the Laotian Ministry in Olathe, Kan. Offering envelopes will be sent to congregations in 
May.  
 
Resolutions: Information about the resolution process was mailed earlier to all congregations. 
Please note that the deadline for resolution submission is April 18, 2006. The Resolution 
Committee will meet before the assembly to discuss the resolutions that are in by the deadline. 



Other resolutions that are related to an item of business on the published proposed agenda or of 
an urgent nature must be in 7 days before the assembly (May 25, 2006). For the information 
that was mailed out about resolutions for this year’s assembly please check our web site – 
www.css-elca.org. 
 
Registration: Enclosed is a registration form for the assembly participants. However, we en-
courage you to register on-line if you are able. Go to the synod web site (www.css-elca.org) 
and follow the Assembly links. From there you may register and charge your registration fee to 
a credit card OR register and mail a check for payment. If you are registering by mail please 
make copies of the form and submit with only one participant per form, and return the forms 
with your payment. The registration fee includes all materials, programs, plus the yearbook that 
congregations receive later in the year. Travel equalization that was passed at the 1991 Assem-
bly is also reflected in the fee for congregational voting members. Reimbursement will be for 
travel by one car per congregation. Vouchers and reimbursement information will be mailed in 
the later packet. Please note that the registration deadline is May 8 and registration fees in-
crease after that date. So register early and save -- the additional fee is $30.00! 
 
Bethany College: Enclosed is the registration form for Bethany College which includes infor-
mation on meals and housing. If you are commuting, you still need to register and pay for the 
meals.
